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PREFACE

In my preface to Vol. XIII, Part T of the Descriptive Catalogue
of Govt. Manuscripts I have already explained the nature and
scope of the Desciiptive Catalogue of these Manuscripts, work on
which is being carried on by the Bhandarkar Oriental Research
Institute since 1918. The present part of Vol. XIII 1s a continua-
tion of the Description of the Kavya Manuscripts in the Govt.
Mss. Library and contains the description of 414 Manuscripts as
against the description of 393 Manuscripts 1n the previous volume
published in 1940. The Institute has so far published nine volumes
of the Descriptive Catalogue of Govt. Manuscripts including the
ptesent part. Besides the published volumes the press-copies of
about twenty-six volumes are now ready for prinung. It will
thus be seen that the Institute has tried its best to expedite the
preparation of this catalogue though the inadequaey of funds 1s
sccriously hampering the printing of the press-copies referied to
above.

The remaining parts of Vol. XIII will cover the description of
the Manuscripts of minor Kavyas, Stotras, Caritas etc. Owing to the
enormous cost of ptinting and paper consequent upon the present
world war it is becoming increasingly difficult for the Institute to
maintain its present rate of publication. Accordingly the printing
of the volumes of the Descriptive Catalogue will have to be carried
out rather slowly as in the inteiest of scholatship it is not advisable
to suspend it altogether.

I have now to thank all the office-bearers of the Institute as also
the members of the office staff who have co-operated with me in
several ways in the publication of this catalogue. This part has
been prepared by me according to the plan of the departmental
work on the Descriptive Catalogue of Govt. Manuscripts with the
help of two graduate assistants who have been working on it satis-
factorily since 1935. Appreciative reviews of the published volumes
of the Descriptive Catalogue have so far appeared in the Arehiv
Orisntaline ( 1936 ) ; Ananda Bazar Patrika ( Aug. 1936, 1937 )3

REGULATIONS OF
THE MANUSCRIPTS DEPARTMENT

1. ““The Government Manusciipts Library ” formed and main-
tained by the Government of Bombay, and formerly deposited at the
Deccan College, Poona, 1s now, subject to the general control of the
Depaitment of Education, Bombay, placed under the direct charge of
the Bhandarkar Oriental Reseaich Institute, Poona.

2. The Department 1s administered by a Superintendent
appointed by the Execuuve Board of the B. O. R. Institute subject
to the approval of Government.

3. The Manuscripts are available at the Institute, during work-
ing hours, for puiposes of bona fide study.

4. The Manuscripts in the Library, if, in good condition, and
subject to the requirements of the Department, are Jent out to bona fide
scholars on their applying for them 1n writing to the Superintendent
of the Department ot to the Secretary of the Institute. Such scholars
shall, however, execute a bond for the value of the manuscripts re-
quired, this value being fixed by the officers in charge of the Library.

5. In the case of scholars from outside India, all requisitions
for loans of manuscripts shall be made to the Secretary of State for
India in Council, through whom also the transactions in manuscripts
shall take place. Such scholais shall execute the necessary bond with
the Secretary of State for India in Council, at his discretion.

6. In the case of scholars in India, the execution of the bond
shall be necessary before the manuscripts are lent out. When the
applicant is not sufficiently known to the Superintendent of the De-
paitment, this latter officer shall have the power to call upon the
applicant to produce a certificate as to his interest in the study of
Sanskrit Literature, and of his being a fit person to be entrusted with
Government manuscripts. Such a certificate shall have to be signed

by Orientalists of recognised position, or by Government officers of
the Provincial or other highest service, not below the rank of a
Deputy Colicctor or Extra Assistant Commussioner.  The certificate
should contain a refercnce to works ot cssays published by the

applicant.

N. B.—In the case of scholars 1esiding within the jurisdiction of
a Nauve State, the ceruficate may be signed cither by the Chief
Sahib or the Divan o1 the administrator of the State.

7. Al applications for manuscripts shall state the ieasons for
which the manuscripts arc required and the peiiod for which the loan

is sought,

8. If any manuscripts belonging to this Libiary have been used
in the publication of an edition, or 1n any other leained disquisition,
the authors should present to the Manuscripts Library 2 copy of the
work or works so published.

9. The number of manusciipts to be lent out at a time to a
scholar, and the petiod of loan, 1s determined by the officer in charge
of the Libiary. Usually, however, 1n the case of Indian scholars,
not more than five manuscripts arc allowed to remain with them at a
time, and the period of loan shall not normally exceed six months.

10. Immediately on receipt of manuscripts, the scholars are
requested to cxamine them carefully before signing and returning the
receipt-form accompanying the manuscripts, as no complaints will
be entertained thereafter.

11.  When the manuscripts are returned to the Library they are
duly examined, and if found in their original condition, the receipt
formerly signed for them is returned and the bond cancelled. The
liability of the borrowers ceascs only after the 1eturn of this receipt.

12. If scholars find that, owing to the work on the manus-
cripts not being completed within the stipulated period, they cannot
return the manuscripts when due, they shall, sufficiently in advance,
apply in writing to that effect to the Superintendent of the Depart-
ment, or to the Secretary of State for India in Council, as the case
may be. The period of loan will be extended at discretion. In no
case, however, shall any manuscripts be allowed to remain with a
scholar longer than two years in India, and five yeais outside India.

13. The Manuscripts Department reserves to itself the right of
refusing to lend out any manuscript to any scholar at any time, and
in the case of manuscripts lent out, of demanding their return before
the expiry of the stipulated period, if the manuscripts be required for
library or other purposes.

14. All postal charges shall be borne by the applicant except in
the case of foreign applicants applying for the loan of Govt. Mss.
through the secretary of State for India in Counczil.

15. The Department undertakes to procuie on loan, for the
members of the Institute, manuscripts from other lending Libraries.
