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PREFACE
Plan and scope of the Calalogue.

The second volume of the Descriptive Calalogue of the MSS,
preserved 1n the Oriental Institute, Baroda 1s now presented
to the public as No. XCVIof the Gackwad’s Oriental Serics. It
may be remembered that the first volume of this series of Catalogues
was published as early as the year 1925as No. XXVII of the Gackwad’s
Oriental Series. According to the original scheme, the second volume
was to include a description of all the Srauta, Grhya and Dharma
MSS. But as the work progressed, it was found necessary to reserve
a separate volume for Srauta MSS. alone m  order to give a somewhat
lengthy treatment to rare and unique works. This volume, therefore,
would contain only a description of the Srautastitra and Prayoga MSS.,

while those on Grhya and Dharmasiitras will be described in a subse-
quent volume.

This volume of the Catalogue, as usual, contains two sections. The
first, in Tabular form, describes all MSS. 1n brief, while the second, in

the form of an Appendix, gives a detailed description of all unique
and rare MSS.

In the Descriptive Catalogue planned for the Oriental Inshitute,
Baroda, the tabular form 1s adopted in order to save space and avoid
full description of MSS. already well-known or even printed. Only
when one MS. differs considerably from the printed edition or des-
criptions, such as are available in other MS, Catalogues, it is noticed
in detail in the appendix with full description. While for those books
that are already printed, relevant information is given here regarding
the year, place and the series in which they are published. If, however,
the MS. has its parallels 1n other MS. Libraries, full references are
given in order that such parallels can be traced easily.

This part of the work was found to be particularly difficult and
time-taking, since it was necessary to refer fo numerous Cata-
logues of MSS. published since 1903, the year in which the third or
the last volume of Aufrecht’s Catalogus Catalogorum was published.
These references are expected to be of considerable help to the com-
pilers of the New Catalogus Catalogorum wundertaken by the Univer-
sity of Madras, at least for the porhons alrcady dealt with by us,
especmlly on the Vedic and Srauta portions.

The rare, unique and otherwise important MSS. are umiformly
marked with an asterisk 1n the Tabular Catalogue in order to indicate
that its description will be found in the Appendix.

General remarks on S'rauta MSS.

The present volume of the Catalogue describes altogether 649
Srautasiitra, Bhdsya and Prayoga works comprising 1271 MSS. Out
of this number, only 47 works secm to have already been printed and
published. The small number of published works on an imporlant
branch of Sansknit literature such as the Srautasiatra and Prayogas, 1s
not only surprising, but also demonstrates thz nccessity of publishing

them for purposes of study and research.

The number of unprinted Srauta works for which parallel copies
are available in different MS. collections in India and abroad, and are
known through the respective descriptive catalogues, 1s also surprisingly
small, bemng only 301. The number of rare and probably unique
works on the Srautasitra Iiterature in the collection of the Oriental
Institute, thus comes to 301. It 1s evident, therefore, that the Baroda
collection of Srauta MSS., hasa considerable volume of works which
are either unknown or believed to be lost, since nearly 50 per cent of
the total number of works are neither printed nor descrikted in any of
the descriptive catalogues of MSS. In this collection, morcover, all the
branches of the Srautasitra literature are fully represcnted through
many South Indian palm-leaf and paper MSS.

Origin of the S'rauta Sitras.

It 1s well known that the different branches or Sikhds of the
Vedas were learnt by heart by several groups of ancient people, and
they were handed down from generation to generation upto this day.
These Sakhas consist of separate Sammhitd, Brahmana and Aranyaka
portions dealing with Vedic sacrifices. A greater part of the Vedic sacri-
fices are described in each Sakha, and these the followers must lcarn.
They are also required to learn aportion of other Sikhas, in order that
they may know and perform Vedic rituals together with all subsi-

diary parts.

It is not possible for ordinary persons to learn all the branches
of the different Vedas withm a life time 1n order to perform the sacri-
fices with all subsidiary parts. Moreover, pupils are not allowed to
study the different Sikhas other than the hereditary oncs altached to
theirr own Vedas according to the Vedic injunction ‘Swvadhyayo adhye-
tayyali. They are, however, allowed to learn the branches of the other
Vedas. In this connection 1t s well to remember that many of the
Vedic Sakhas are also extinct due to the want of followers, and thus
they are not available to later generations.

Under these circumstances, it becomes an impossible task to lecarn
all the branches of the Vedas, and have full knowledge of the rituals
with all the auxiliaries prescribed for different sacrifices. In order
to remove this difficulty in the performance of the Vedic sacrifices,
ancient sages such as Asvalayana, Sankhdyana, Drahydyana, Bodha-
yana, Apastamba, Bharadvija and others have composed many Kalpa-
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siatras with a view to give a complete and comprehensive method for
the performance of Vedic sacrifices as described in the different Sakhds.
These Kalpasitras are considered to be one of the six auxiliaries of the
Vedas because without their help 1t 1s difficult to understand or per-
form the numerous rituals prescribed in the different Sakhds. The
Kalpasiitras are attached to different Sakhis of each Veda, and each
of them regulates the systematic performance of the rituals for the
tollowers of that particular branch of the Veda. The mamn object of
these Kalpasatras is generally to record all the necessary auxiliaries of
cach rite from all the Sakhas of each Veda for the benefit of the per-
formers. These Sutras also principally deal with the special duties of
the priests such as the Hotr, Udgatr, Adhvaryu and Brahma; the duties
assigned to them are treated 1n the particular Vedas and therr Sikhas.

It may also be mentioned that there are many Kalpasiitras such
as the Baudhayaniya, Apastambiya, Hiranyakesiya, etc. which are based
on one and the same branch of the Veda, namely the Taittiriya Sakha
of the Black Yajurveda., They record distinct methods of performance
of the same Vedic sacrifice which are based on the Mantras and Brah-
manas of the same branch of the Veda. These methods are traditionally
followed by several groups of people who belong to the same Veda
and the same Sakha. In order to justify the existence of such Sitras it
may be said that the authors of these may have recorded in their works
the methods of performance adopted traditionally by certain grours of
people, for the benefit of the posterity. On account of this practice, the
Kalpasttras are also known as Smrtis because therr authors have
recorded the practices of ancient people with the help of theirr memory.

S'rautasitras in this collection.

The statement, given below will show the number of works in
each school of the Srautasitras belofging to the different Vedas, which
are available in the Library of the Oriental Institute, Baroda.—

The above list will show at once that this collection contains
practically all the known Kalpasiitras, while the schools of Apastamba,
Bodhayana, Asvalayana and Katyayana are strongly rcpresented. In
fact, the MSS. representing these popular schools are available in large
quantities almost anywhere in India, because the formule of the
different sacrifices are rich only m these Sutras, and they are to be
adopted by the followers of other schools also whenever their own
Sutras fail to give detailed descriptions of the sacrifices.

Classification of the S'rauta MSS.

The Srauta MSS. are classified here under two scctions; the
Satras and the Prayogas. Under the Satras, the Bhasyas, commentarics,
sub-commentaries and Parisistas are included, while the Prayoga
section contains the independent Prayogas, Paddhatis, liturgical com-
mentaries on the original Satras, expiatory manuals and handbooks
seeking to gwide the pricsts in the different sacrifices. A major
portion of the MSS. belongs to the Prayoga section, and among them
only a few are printed. All the Prayoga works are arranged here in
a strict alphabetical order of the names of sacrifices. A Subject Index
is added to this volume at the end to show the different schools of the
Kalpasitras to which the Prayogas belonged.

It is necessary to point out here that there are a few MSS, contain-
ing several Sitras such as the Srauta, Grhya, Sulba, Dharma and
Pitrmedha of a particular school. These MSS., are described
here under the name of the Kalpastra though the Grhya, Dharma
and Pitrmedha portions are to be taken up in a subsequent volume.

As a matter of fact, Srautasatras cannot be classed as independent
works since they form part of the Kalpasitras. All the ancient authors
appear to have composed Siitras on the subjects of Srauta, Grhya,
Dharma, Sulba and Pitrmedha which are necessary for those who
conform to a particular branch of the Vedas as their own scripture.
All these Satras are considered to be one Kalpasutra work, and are
based on the Mantras and Brahmanas of one of the branches of the
Veda. These Kalpasiitras are, however, split up into separate parts
such as Srauta, Grhya, etc, for the convenience of the performers of
the various rituals contained in different parts. Different MSS. must
have been prepared and preserved 1n this way for the use of the
posterity. ._Sf)me__ of the parts of the Kalpasiitras belonging to the
schools of Asvaldyana, Sankhdyana, Latyayana, Jaiminiya, Bharadvaja,
Kathaka, Vadhala, Gautama and others have become extinct to-day
since they had no followers. In spite of that we have a few MSS. of
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the Kalpasiitras complete with all parts. These belong to the Apastambiya,
Baudhayaniya and Hiranyakesiya schools attached to the Taittiriya Sakha
of the Black Yajurveda, Exceptingthe Baudhayaniya Kalpasiitra, the
other two Kalpasiatras are available in this collection in separate MSS.
complete with all parts (Vide Nos. 1 and 94). The Baudhayaniya and
other Satras of diverse schools are represented here by separate MSS.
contaming the different parts of the respective Kalpasiitras.

Important works in this collection.

A good number of Kalpasatras, Bhasyas and Vrttss is available in
print through the Indian and foreign editions. Many new works are
brought to light also through the volumes of the Descriptive Catalogues
of MSS. newly published from several parts of India. Nevertheless,
thus collection of the Srauta MSS. also does contribute its quota to the
stock of the unprinted, rare and important texts of the Srautasitras,
Bhasyas and several manuals of Prayogas based on the Sutras. Here
some of the most valuable and important MSS. of the Srautasitras,

Bhasyas and Prayogas which are preserved in this Library, are des-
cribed at some length.

Kalpasiiras of the Rgveda.

The MS. copies of the Bhdsyas on the Asvaldyanasrautasatra by
Devatrata, Devasvimin and Sadgurusisya are available here in good
number, and none of them seems to have been printed. For the
Sankhayaniya school, besides the Sutra and Anartiyabhdsya thereon,
this collection has an anonymous commentary on the Satra portion
dealing with the Agnihotra which seems to be later in orgin than the
Anartiyabhasya.

Kalpasiitras of the Samaveda.

There are, further, some interesiing works belonging to the Jaimi-
niya school of the Samaveda. The works of the Jaiminiya Sakhai, otherwise
known as the Talavakarasikhai, are very rare, and the Baroda collection
possesses many works of that Iterature. It was announced n the
first volume of this Catalogue that the MSS. of the Jaiminiya Samhita
and the eight divisions of the Brihmanas of the Jaimmiyas were
available in this collection Excepting the Arseya Brihmana and
Upanisad Brahmana,all the other six divisionsof the Brahmanaand the
Samhita portion were then considered to be very rare and unpublished.
But recently, the Brahmana portion has been taken up for publication,

and the first part of 1t 1s published in Lahore as No, II of the Saraswati
Vihara Series.

In this volume also we are able fo add one more work, namely,
the Jaiminiyasrautasiitrabhasya by Bhavatrita, It 1s interesting to
know that unlike the other Srautasitras the Jaiminiyasrauta has
three parts, namely, Srauta, Kalpa and Paryadhyaya. The Srauta
portion deals with the Agnistoma sacrifice and 1s available in print.
The_other two parts, namely, the Kalpa and Paryadhyaya of the [ai-
miniyasrauta, are not available even in MS.form. Butit is through
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the Bhasya of Bhavatrita ( Work No. 62) we come lo know of the
existence of the other two parts of the Sulra, because DBhavatrita
quotes the texts of these two parts of the Satra in order to comment
on them m his Bhasya. Thus we get a complele sel of the commn-
tary on the three parts of the Jauminiyasrauta, although the M. of a
constderable portion of the Sittra yet remains to be discovered.

Bhavatrita gives n the beginning of the work his gencalogy, and
states that he 1s the son of Matrdatta of the Matharakula and disciple
of Brahmadatta. Nothing 1s known fromx the MS. about the time 1m
which he flourished. But the style of writmng and the manner of
treatment of the subject do not encourage us to place hun m a very
carly period. The last few chapters of the Paryadbyiya part of tlus
Stitra were not commented upon by him, and onc Jayanla who was a
disciple, son-in-law and nephew of Bhavairata, had completed the
work by adding his own commentary on thesc portions. It may he said
1n this connection that Bhavatrata probably belonged to South India,
because Jayanta happens simultaneously to be his nephew and
son-in-law. The practice of marrymng the maternal uncle's daughter
by a nephew was allowed, 1t may be remembered, only in the South.

There are two other Prayoga works, also bclonging to the
Jauminiyasrauta, and they are not only rare but probably umquc.
Kratudipika (Work No. 245) by Kurangarija son of Niamankka 1s one
of them, and it gives the Prayogas for_ Adhina, Aguhotra and Jyoti-
stoma sacrifices according to the Jaiminiyasrauta. Work No. 286 entitled
the Jaimuniyagrautaprayoga by Srinwvasidhvarin 1s another. The author
has also written a commentary upon the Jaiminiyagrhyasutra, cxtracts
of which were published by Dr. W. Caland in 1922, There 1» one
Vainateyakarika, (No. 533), illustrating the Agnistomaprayoga of the
Jaimniyasrauta in a versified fomﬂr}} This 1s nothuing but the work cdat-
cd under the title of the Srautakarika by Dr. Dicuke Gaastra in 1936
along with the Agnistoma portion of the Jaimimyasrautasttra. The
author of these Karikas must be the same Vinatanandana who 1s known

to have written a Prayoga work called Prayogasira which belonged to
the Jaiminiyagrhyasitra.

It 1s, however, worthy of note that unlike the other Vedic branches,
the whole literature of the Jaiminiya branch of the Simaveda, that is to
say, Samhita, Brahmanas, Srauta and Grhya, is attributed solely to
Jasmim who is considered to be a disciple of Vydsa. It is also very
curious that there 1s a tendency in all these works to identify the three
authors gong by the name of Jaimini. Jaiminy, the first s the founder of
the Jaimuniya Sakha, the second 1s the author of the Jaimini Srauta and
Grhya sutras, while the thurd 1s the author of the Prrvamindmsisiitras.
Indecd, this identification is hardly likely since these three distinet
varieties of literature must belong definitely to the three distinct periods
of literary history, namely, the Vedic, the Srauta and Dirdanikasitras.

Among the works belonging to the Misakakalpa of the Simaveda
there are two rare MSS,  The first, Kalpapafijka (No. 23) explamns the
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Arscyakalpasiitra of Masaka, while the other (No. 24) is a critical
supplement to the same Sitra.

Kalpasiitras of 1he Krsnayajurveda.

Amongst the Kalpasitrasof the Krsnayajurveda, the works belong-
ing to the Apastamba school occupy a somewhat prominent place.
Many unpublished MSS. for such important works as the Bhasya of
Dhartasvamin, Kausikarama's commentary thereon, Tahvrntamvasm S
Prayogavrttt and the V'ltsyanarayana s memorial verses on the
Apastamba Srauta areavailable in this collection. The MSS. of Trikanda-
mandana or the Apastambasutradhvamtarthakank& (No. 189) widely
differ from the printed edition of the work, It is, however, remarkable
that the MSS. of this work, both 1n Southern and Northern recensions,
contain more matter than what 1s available in print. (Vide, Appendix
Nos. 63-64 and HPS. II. 629-30). A perusal of these MSS. makes
it probable that the author may have composed similar verses which
were based on all the Prasnas of the Apastambasrauta and a portion
of the Grhyasiitra also, MSS, of thcse verses, however, still remain
undiscovered.

The important works belonging to the Baudhayaniya school, are
the Srautasutrabhasyas of Bhavasvamm Sayandcarya and Haradatta
They are not available 1n print althoucrh several MS. copies are in
cxistence both here and elsewhere. The most interesting and rare work
in this collection 1sthe Bodhayanasrautasutravrttt by Gargya Narayana,
son of Nrsumha.  Narayana 1s well known as a commentator of the
Advaliyana’s Srautasiitra and he was known so long especially by this
work. The voluminous commentary on the Stitras of the Bodhayana-
Srauta 1s another monumental work ~ of this author. The mtroductory
verses 10 this work are identical wie] those found 1n the beginning of
the Asval: wyanasutravrtti,.  The author states here that he has under-
taken to comment upon the Bodhayanasrauta because the Asvaldya-
myas have to follow the methods of performing sacrifices as laid
down by Bodhiyana 1n lus Srautasiitra 1n so far as the Adhwaryava
portion 1s concerned. This collection contains only the first Prasna of
the commentary, while MSS. of the other portions have not yet been
brought to lLight.

Works belonging to the Bharadviija school ate very rare. The
Srautasitra of Bharadvd ta 1s mcomplete and only a few MSS. exist in
diffcrent MS. Librarics. In tlus collection, besides the Bharadvaja-
srautasutra there 1 one Bharadvi L]apamusxsutm which seems to be a

rarec work. (Vide Appendix No. 14).  Like the other Srautasitras, the
Bhiradvajasiaira also has several Pansesasiitras, and thus MS. contains
a good number of them.

Manava and Vardhasrautasulras belong to the Maitriyaniyasikha
of the Kronayajurveda., The Bhasya on the Minavasrauta by Acirya
Jaradgava, a very ancient writer, 1s a rare work n the literature of the
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Minava school. Jaradgava must have flourished in a pcriod carlier
than 6th century A. D. since he 1s quoted often by Kumarlasvamin of
¢. 7th century mn his commentary on the Manavakalpasitra. A MS.
copy of this Bhasya containing the commentary on two parts of the
Manavadrauta exists in this collection (Vide Appendix No. 15). Only onc
more copy of this work with the Bhasya on the Agmstoma portion
is avaiable 1n the India Office Library, London (IO. I. 282), but
it 1s erroncously attributed to Agnisvamin insicad of Jaradgava.
Dr. Aufrecht also following 1ts description in the 0. Cataloguc has
classified it under the name of Agnisvamun. This ecrror should be
corrected. The Prayoga works based on the Manavasrautasutra are
very rare, but we have in our collection a MS. describing the Aguihotra
and the Darsaparpamasa sacrifices.

There are, moreover, two MSS. of the Vardhasrautasiiira of the
Maitrayaniyasikha (Work No. 88) and they contain both the Srautasiitra
and several Parisesasiitras, The Srauta portion has been recently
edited with the help of these very MSS. and published in 1933 from
Lahore. But a good number of Parsesasitras still awaits scientific exa-
mination. All these Parisesasiitras deal with separate rituals, and there
are Prayoga manuals which are derived from the same Sttras, A small
but rare work called the Antarka(rkyaka)lpaprayoga (Appendix No. 38)
is one such Prayoga work which 1s derived from the Antarkyakalpa, one
of the Parisesasutras of the Varahasrauta.

Kalpasiitras of the White Yajurveda.

The chief work 1n this collection, belonging to the Kitydyaniya
school of Srauta 1s the Bhasya of Bhartryajfia on the Kityiyana-
srautastitra (Vide Appendix No. 3). Bhartryajfia 1s a voluminous writer
and he is often quoted as an authguty by a host of writers on the Srauta,
Grhya and Dharmasastra works. He scems to have commented upon
the Paraskaragrhyasatra, Gautama’s Dharmasitra and the Manusmurti,
He is one of the earliest commentators on the Katyiyana's Srautasiitra.
Acq_ording to Anantadeva, another commentator on the same Siitra, the
Bhasya of Bhartryajfia was regarded as lost even during his own tune.
Bhartryajfia is quoted by Trikandamandana of ¢. 11th century A. D. and
by Medhatithi, the author of the Bhasya on the Manusmrti, who tlourished
in ¢. 850 A. D, It follows, therefore, that the lower lumit for the time of
Bhartryajiia may be placed at c. 800 A. D. (Vide M. M. P. V. Kanc's
History of Dharmasastra). It 1s also suggested here that he may be a
contemporary of Bhartrmitra and Bhartrprapafica who had flourished
carher than the 6th century A. D. (See p. 102). Only the first chapter

of this commentary 1s available m this collection, while the 3rd is to be
found in the Alwar collection.

Another interesting Prayoga work belonging t 5 SC 1S

‘ g to this school is the
Andhayastipaddhat: which describes the dutics of all the Rtviks in the
sacrifices beginning from the Darda to Pasubandha (Vide, Appendix
No. 39). The appearance of this MS, is very old.
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Kalpasiiiras of the Atharpaveda.

Besides the MSS. of the Kausika and Vaitinasilras of this Veda,
.there 1s a worl in this collection which describes the Prayoga for the
Darsaptirnamasa as prescribed for the followers of the Atharvaveda
(Vide No. 290). Ramakrsna is the author of this work of which a second
copy 1s preserved in the Alwar collection.

Daied MSS.

In the present Catalogue, the dates of both MSS. and authors are
collected, and mention 1s made of the provenance of the MSS.
wherever available. The carliest dated MS. 1 the Srauta collection is
the Katyayanasrautasiitra which 1s dated in Samvat 1452, or 1395 A.D.
(Vide page 10). Naimisa Ramacandra’s work Kaityayanasulbasiitravya-
khya bears the earliest date for the author. (Vide work No. 53.) Naimiga
Rama 1s well known as the author of several works on Vedic rituals,
and as belonging to the middle of the 15th century. The MS. of the
Sulbasiitravyakhya 1n this collection also corroborates the same period
since it bears the date of composition as Samvat 1510, or 1453 A. D.

In this collection there are several MSS. m which the places where
they were written or copied, are mentioned. These place-names are most
valuable for the knowledge of ancient topography. A new column 1s
added, therefore, in the Tabular Catalogue at the suggestion of the
Director, Oriental Institute, Baroda, and all such names are noted
against the respective MSS. An Index of all these ancient names of
cities and willages 1s also prepared and appended to this volume with
the hope that it may be helpful to those who engage themselves 1n
the work of identifying ancient names of places.

DESCRIPTION OF THE COLUMNS.

Before concluding this preface agword or two may be added by
way of description of the ten columns i1n which the folia pages of the
Catalogue are divided.

Column I gives the work numbecr of the MSS. Different copies of
the same MS. have been included unde1r one number. The two sections
of the catalogue have a consccutive serial number.

Column IT gives the title of the MS. in Devanagari characters. Here
constant repetitions have been avoided by means of dittos. The com-
mentaries, if ecndowed with a special name, are mentioned between

quotation marks.

Column III gives a transhiteration of the title in Roman characters,
The astenisk ndicating MSS. described n the Appendix 1s relegated to
columns IT and IIL

Column IV s reserved for the authors (a) or the commentators

(c. cc.). Wherever MSS. expressly mention the names of the preceptors,
fathers, cte. of the authors, they are stated in this column.

Column V gives the Accession numbers of the MSS., as they appear
in the Library Accession Regster, If one number contamed more than
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one work, the different works are marked with the letters of the
alphabet serially: thus Ia, IB, Ic.

Column VI is given manly for the identification of the MSS. by
stating the number of leaves.

Column VII gives the approximate extent of the MS m Slokas of
32 letters each.

Column VIII gives the age of the MS. and the date of composition
of the work only when such dates are expressly mentioned in the MSS
No palaeographical speculation 1s made 1n this column.

Column IX 15 mtended for stating the place of origin of the MS,
when 1t 1s expressly mentioned.

Column X. Other supplementary information 1s given m this
column including references to the places of printing, descriptive
catalogues, general description, script ete, of a MS. Where no script 1s
mentioned, 1t 1s to be taken as Devandgari. Anincomplete MS.1s noted
as such; all other MSS, must be taken as complete. When a MS. is not
written on paper the material 1s spcified in this column.
