THIS volume contains notices of 266 manuscripts mostly
either not mentioned in the Catalogus Catalogorum or not

properly described in any descriptive Catalogue. The not

have been collected in Bengal and in Behar and include works
on all subjects. They have been arranged in the alphabetical
order. A classification of the works and their analysis is

given below :

Vedas. Works on the Samhitas and Brahmanas are

very rare in these Provinces. But occasionally works subsidi-

ary to the study of the Vedas are found here and there. Of
these the Sarvanukramamvrtti, No. 248, by Sadgurugisya,
has already been published in the Annecdota Oxoniensis series ;

Suktapratlka, No. 250, gives the first word of each Sukta

with its Rsi, chandah, and devata; Hanumaddurga, No. 264,

affiliated to the Atharva Veda is a work on the worship of

Hanuman for the purpose of attaining prowess and military

glory; Anukramanika, No. 5, is the well-known work by

Katyayana ; Rg-Vedaprati^akhyam, No. 25, by Bhagavan,
Caunaka has been described in L. 902 ; Kandanukramanikaviva -

ranam, No. 29, not in Cat. Cat., is an index to the Kandas or

chapters of the Yajurveda with a commentary.
Puranas. This volume contains a number of Maha-

tmyas or works on local tirthas ; of these Yamunamahatmya,
No. 170, is affiliated to the Padmapurana, the day sacred to

the Yamuna being the second day of the waning moon in the

month of Karttika; Narmadamahatmya, No. 112, is affiliated

to the Revakhanda of the Skandapurana ; Naimisaranyama-

hatmyam, No. 116, is affiliated to the same purana ; Mi9rita-

mahatmya, No. 163, is also affiliated to the same purana,

though the interlocutors being Civa and his consort, it looks

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more like a Tantra than a Purana. An abstract of the con-

tents of this work has been given in page 8 of the Eeport at-

tached to the eleventh volume of the Notices of Sanskrit

MSS. Utpalaranyamahatmya, No. 22, is affiliated to the

Brahma Samhita of the Skandapurana. Utpalaranya is

one of the nine Aranyas sacred to Krisna. It includes Brah-

mavartta, the holy seat of the Brahmanas, within its limits.

This work is also in the form of a Purana, though the interlo-

cutors being Hara and Parvatl, it looks like a Tantra. The

Jalandharamahatmya, No. 71, is affiliated to the Brahmanda-

purana. It treats of the holy places in the Jalandar Doab

between the Sutlej and the Beas in the Panjab. Citrakuta-

mahatmya, No. 64, is affiliated to the Vrhad-Ramayana,

though it is in the form of a Purana, the interlocutors being

Candilya and Bhucundi. Pancavatlmahatmya, No. 120,

affiliated to the Padmapurana, describes the holiness of Nasika

which is traditionally identified with the Pancavat! of Rama.

These are the Mahatmyas described in this volume. They
treat of holy places in Northern India alone.

Gunaratnakosa, No. 54, is a hymn to Visnu and Laksml

by Rangaraja Bhatta, who is said to have been a Kumara, or

Prince, belonging to the Kura family. It has many commen-

taries. The commentary in the present codex entitled

Vyakhyanam is by no less a person than Ramanuja, the

great Vaisnava reformer of Southern India. Visnu in this

hymn is known by his name Ranganatha.

Bhavisyapurana, No. 151, from the Library of the late

Maharaja of Hatwa, appears to be a more complete copy of this

purana than any hitherto noticed. It contains in the Purva-

bhaga 287 chapters divided into Brahmaparva, Mahadeva-

mahatmya and Visnuparva. Then comes the Madhyatantra
divided into four parts, the first having 25, the second, 26,

the third, 25, and the fourth, 11 chapters. The first three

parts of the Madhyatantra appear to be the same as that in L,

1742. The first 144 chapters of the Purva-Bhaga appear to

be the same as those in MS. A in L. 2553. The work is
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mainly divided into nine parts named after the first nine

tithis. This division seems to have been unknown to Raja"
R. Mitra. The present codex has all the nine, while MS. A in

L. 2553 ends with the Saptaml. MS. B. in L. 2558 seems

to be an entirely new work, commencing from the dissolu-

tion and recreation of the world. The present codex seems

to be the real Purana, the others are partial dilutions.

Visnudharmottara, No. 190, in the same Library is a

complete work in three Kandas. The first Kanda consists of

269 chapters; the second has 111 chapters and a large por-
tion without chapter marks. The third Kanda has no chap-
ter marks whatever. The interlocutors throughout are Vaj-

ra, the great-grandson of Krsna and Markandeya. It con-

tains all the various Pauranika topics concerning life. In

Southern India this work is regarded as the second part
of Garudapurana. In Northern India this is regarded as

an independent Upapurana to be differentiated from Visnu-

dharma L. 2293 and the MS. described in I.O., Vol. VI, page
1308.

Civagitatika, No. 211, by Kaladivexjkatadrinayaka is a

commentary in the interest of the Advaita sect on the Civa-

glta in the Padmapurana in sixteen chapters, This is to be

differentiated from the Caijkaragita in the Visnudharmottara.

Civatattvasudhanidhi, No. 212, affiliated to the Skanda-

purana belongs to Southern India. There is a maijgalacarana

in the beginning of the work in which appears the word

likhami instead of Vaksye. It is meant to be the scribe's

maijgalacarana. The work treats of Civa as looked upon
from the Advaita point of view.

Vaidyanathapujavidhi, No. 199, affiliated to the Skanda-

purana, treats of the process of worshipping the earthen

phallic emblem of Civa in the peculiar form of Vaidyanatha.

Sanatkumara-Samhita, No. 237, from the Civapuraua,
contains a chapter on the Mahatmya of Avimukta or Bena-

res. There is another work of this name affiliated to the

Skandapur&na.
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Kaglkalpalatika, No. 36, and Dattatreya-Sahasranama,

No. 94, are other Pauranika works described in this volume.

Haribhaktisudhodaya, No. 265, is a part of the Naradapu-
rana. It is complete in 20 chapters and it treats of devotion

to Hari.

The appearance of a MS. of the Brahmanda purana, No.

144, containing 10,000 Clokas out of 12,000, the traditional

extent, goes against the theory that this purana hardly exists

in a complete body, but seems to be made up of a large num-

ber of Mahatmyas. It is composed of Prakriya, Anusanga,

Upodghata, Madhyabhaga and Brahmandavartta padas. The

same work in Stein, p. 205, contains only the first two padas.

Babu Nagendranatha Vasu in his edition of the Brahmanda

purana, in Bengali character, quoting Narada purana,

says that there are two works going under this name : one is

a Maha and the other an Upa purana. The Maha purana is

divided into four parts : Prakriya, Anusaijga, Upodghata, and

TJpasamhara. The topics of the second and third are mostly
found in the present codex, but those in the other two, seem to

have been very greatly condensed.

(1) Kavya. Bhramaradutam, No. 158, is a wretched

imitation of Kalidasa's Meghadutam by Rudra Nyayavacas-

pati Bhattacaryya, son of Vidyanivasa, and grandson of

Vidyavacaspati. He seems to have been the great Nyaya
commentator Rudra Nyayavacaspati, and not the poet Rudra

Nynyavacaspati who wrote the Bhavavilasa in honour of

Mana Simha's son. The father of the poet Rudra is not

Vidyanivasa but Yidyavilasa. The work is to be differenti-

ated from the Keral, a work entitled Bhramara Sandecja by

Vasudeva, mentioned in page 449, J.R.A.S., 1884.

Candradutam, No. 61, by Krsnacandra Tarkalankara,

son of Gopikanta Bhattacaryya, is another wretched imitation

of the same work. Sabhakaustubha, No. 240, was compiled

by Darpanarayana Mitra, under the orders of Harinarayana
Mitra Vangadhikari, the Revenue Record-keeper of the Suba

of Bengal, and published by Ramanarayana Mitra .in B.S.
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1077 during the prosperous reign of Aurangzeb Alamgir I.

The capital of Bengal was then at Dacca , It is a mirror of

the times as the compilation treats only of those topics which

were generally talked of in learned assemblies in those days,
otherwise it would be difficult to account for the motley com-

bination of subjects to be found in page 214. It does not ap-

pear from the preamble that the assistance of Brahmanas

was taken. The Mitra family of Bengali Uttara Radhiya

Kayasthas seems to have cultivated Sanskrit to a very great
extent two centuries ago.

Gita-Raghava, No. 53, is a wretched imitation of Jaya-
deva's Gltagovinda by Haricankara. Another work of this

name by Prabhakara has been noticed by Bhandarkar.

Prastavasara-samgraha, No. 135, by Rama^arma, is a

collection of couplets on a variety of subjects from Puranas,

Kavyas, and so on, mostly to be found in the Hitopade9a.

Krsnakeli, No. 41, by Krsnamohana, complete in 7 sargas,

is a poem of ordinary merit. The author wrote four other

works, entitled Nitigata, Amrtacata, a collection of hymns,
and Amrtodaya. Ramallla L. 1533, also seems to be by the

same author.

There are two Dramatic notices in this Volume : one,

Krtartha-Madhava, a secular Drama, No. 38, by Ramamanikya
Kaviraja, and the other, Vikhyatavijaya, No. 186, on the fall

of Karna in the battle of Kuruksetra by Laksmana Mainkya
Deva, one of the Bhu5s of Bengal in Akbar's time, who ruled

the District of Noakhali almost as an independent Prince. He
was a patron of learned Brahmanas whom he settled in his

principality from Mithila. From the notice before us he seems

to have written several Dramas, the best of which, the work

under notice, was enacted at Kuruksetra on the occasion of a

great pilgrimage there before the assembled Princes of India,

who were greatly delighted by seeing the ancient scenes of

the Bharata war and wanted to see some anecdote of that war

enacted. Manohara, the manager of the Prince's theatre, is

spoken of in the highest terms.
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Btotras. Nyasatilaka, No. 119, by Venkatanatha, a

hymn to Krsna, Ranganatha and others, with a commentary by
Crlnivasa, is very popular with the Ramanuja sect. Raja Ra-

jendralala in noticing this work has confounded the text with

the commentary, see L. 3103. The text is by Venkatanatha

Vedantacaryya, the founder of the Vadagele sect, who mark
their forehead with the Y mark. This is the principal sect

of the followers of Ramaunja. His Catadusam raising one

hundred objections against the advaita theory of Camkara is

the standard work of Venkatacaryya's followers. Cribhasya

Crlnivasa, the commentator of the present work belonging to

the Kaugika gotra was the pupil of another Crlnivasa, the pro-

tege of Laksmana Iyer, who again received his knowledge of

Vedanta from Badhula Crlnivasa, the Guru of Ramanuja Dasa,

the author of Candamaruta, the commentary on Catadusam.

Ranganathapadukasahasram, No. 175, by the same Ven-

katanatha, is in honour of the footprint of Ranganatha. Rama-
mahimnah stotra, No. 180, by Vijayaramacaryya, is an imita-

tion of the famous Mahimnah stava by Puspadanta. The author

was a pupil of Caturbhuja. For other works qf his, see p. 570

B, Vol. I, Cat. Cat. Suryyatharvagirsa, No. 252, purposes
to be an upanisad of the Atharva Veda in honour of the Sun-

god. Stavamrtalahari, No. 254, by Vigvanatha Cakravartti

the commentator of Bhagavata, according to the tenets of

Caitanya sect, is a collection of short hymns in eight verses

each, on Vaisnava saints of the Caitanya sect, such as Narot-

tama, Lokanatha, and of Krsna and Radha. Atmamandira-

stotra, No. 15, by Yamunacaryya, the grandson of Natha Muni*
is a curious stotra on self as Krsna. Caitanyacandramrta, No. 65,

is by Prabodhananda Sarasvati. The author was in his early

years a Vaidantika of the Camkara sect. He was converted by

Caitanya into one of his staunchest supporters. The story is

given in Caitanyacaritamrta, a Bengali work written at the

end of the sixteenth century. The author belonged to

the early part of that century. Before conversion he was

celebrated as Praka^ananda, the author of the Vedanta-
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siddhanta-muktavall. Rasikasvadinl, No. 66, by inandi is a

commentary on the same. Rasakalpalata, No. 176, by
Mohanananda, is a hymn to Krsna. Svadharmamrta-sindhu,
No. 260, by Cukasudhl, who appears to have been a follower

of the Nimbarka School of Vaisnavism, who accepted the

Vedas, the Mahabharata, the Paiicaratras, the text of the

Ramayana as Castras and reject the authority of the rest.

The work is in 25 chapters. It is a comprehensive work on

the rituals of the Nimbarka School and it occasionally treats

of their philosophy too.

Vaisnava works of the Caitanya sect Very few works

are attributed to Caitanya the founder of the sect. Aufrecht

mentions only three works under the name of Caitanya. One
of these is Premamrta, L. 736, beginning with Yam Brahma,
&c. There is a commentary on that work in this volume, by

Harinarayana Carma, entitled Premamrtatlka, No. 138. Bha-

janamrta, No. 150, gives the process of worshipping Krsna in

the form of ordinary Smrti works, by raising objections and re-

futing them, by Narahari Thakkura, the oldest man who accep-
ted young Caitanya as an incarnation of Visnu. He belonged
to the Yaidya caste and was an inhabitant of Crlkhanda in

the District of Burdwan. His descendants are still the most

noted Vaisnavas of Bengal. They invented the melody known
as Manoharasahi Kirttana. Ragavartma-candrika, No. 178,

treats of bhakti as produced from feelings as opposed to that

produced by study and by following the processes laid down
in the Castras.

Grauraganoddec.a dlpika, No. 60, is a curious work ; it

traces the followers of Caitanya to his followers in his previ-

ous incarnations. For instance, Jagannath Mic,ra, the father of

Caitanya, is traced to Nanda, the father of Krsna, and to Daa-

ratha, the father of Rama. Every follower of Caitanya is traced

to one of the gopikas or milkmaids in the Krsna incarnation

and to one of the Monkeys in the Rama incarnation, The Au-

thor, Kavikarnapura, was the son of Sivananda Sen of K&cna-

pada who every year used to purvey the Bengali followers of
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Caitanya to Puri as long as that great Reformer lived, the ex-

penses being defrayed by Vasudeva Datta, of SatgS, a Bania

Millionaire. KarnapuraVas about 12 when Chaitanya died, and

he composed this work in Saka 1498 i.e. 9 1576 A.D. He was

educated at Kumarahatta, modern Halisahar, 26 miles north

of Calcutta. He does not name his guru as it is prohibited to

take the Guru's name. But his guru wrote a commentary on

the Bhagavata and consecrated an image of Krsna under the

name of Krsnadeva.

Anthology. There are two works on this subject in this

volume, viz : Subhasitam, No. 248, a collection of Clokas on a

variety of subjects current among the Ramanuja Sect and

Subhasita-sara-samgraha, No. 249.

Poetics Kavipriya, No. 28, is the same work astheKavya-

laijkaravrtti by Vamana. Kavyakaumudl, No. 85, by Ratna-

bhusana is a modern work by a Pandita belonging to the Vaidya
caste in East Bengal. It includes certain chapters on Gram-

mar in the beginning. The date, Saka 1781, given after the

colophon, may, in this instance, be referred to the composi-
tion of the work. This is to be differentiated from the work of

the same name given in Cat. Cat. Sahityaratnakara, No. 246,

by Dharma Sudhl, the son of Parvanatha or Parvatanatha,
who was the elder brother of Rama Pandita belonging to a

learned family at Benares, and treats of Vacya, Laksya, Vyanga
and Guna.

VyaJcarana. Taddhitaganadlpika, No. 77, by Saccida-

nanda Mahanta Thakura, appears to be a work on groups of

words taking same suffixes. It belongs to the Samkslptasara
School. Taddhitatika, No. 78, by Vamc.lvadana, also belongs
to the same School. The Author's father was Va^istha and

mother Rayamati. He wrote notes on the commentary by

Goylcandra. In this volume there is another work by the same

author entitled Sandhipadatippanl, No. 239. Dhatugana, No.

1 08, by Bhlmasenacaryya belongs to Panini's School. Dhatu-

pravodha,No. 109, by Kalidasa, the son of Kamadeva Yacaspati,
was written under the order of Ramagovinda Cakravarttin,
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Tins probably belongs to the Katantra School. Panjlvakya-
pravodha, No. 123, by Narahari Carma is a commentary on
Trilocana's Paiiji. This is a unique work. Akhyatavyakhya-
nam, No. 12, by Vilve9vara Tarkacaryya, a great writer on
the Katantra School, is another part of the work as Notices,
Second Series, Yol, I, 247, where the work goes by the name
of the author. Upasargavrtti, No. 28, by Bharata Sena, son of

Gaurarjga, who belonged to the Mugdhavodha School of Sans-

krit Grammar. Another work by the same author entitled

Ganapatha treats of groups of words susceptible to the same

grammatical changes. It treats not only of groups of roots

but of other groups also.

Katipaya-karaka-vyakhyanam, No. 27, by Vidyasagara,
is a part of the author's great work on the Katantra School.

Katantra-pari9istatlka, No. 30, by Govinda Pandita is a com-

mentary on Crlpati Datta's Pariqista. Krtpadavivarnam, No.

39, a part of Saravali, by Raghuvira Bandyopadhyaya,

belongs to the Samksiptasara School. Saravali, No. 245,

is a work composed by Narayana Baner
ji, the founder of the

Banerji family of Khanakula in the Hughli District. No. 39

is by a descendant of his and professes to be a supplement of

his work. Vanc,Ivadana
J

s KrdantatippanI, No. 40, also be-

longs to the same school. Kramakaumudl, No. 45, by Dhanan-

jaya, does not seem to belong to any particular school as the

author says that his work is Nanamatanuvandha. It treats

of the classification of Sanskrit roots. Vakyagovinda, No.

184, by Rame9vara Sena of the Yaidya caste whose genealogy
is thus given. Vinayaka's son was Dhanvantari. His grand-

son, Higga Sena. His son Bhombu, who had three sons Ravi-

sena, Ujjvala, and Rama Sena. Ujjvala's son was Cridhara

whose son was Canti Sena. In Canti Sena's family was born

Nilakantha whose son was R-ama Krsna. In his family was

born Madhusudana, the father of the author and an inhabi-

tant of Kabjapalli. The work treats of the analysis of sen-

tences and the connotation and denotation of terms. Vibhakti-

tattvam, No. 187, is another work on logic as applied to gram -

2
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mar. It treats of the various meanings of grammatical termi-

nations. Cabdaratna, No. 205, by Janarddana, Cabdasadhana

by Ramakanta, No. 206, are works on declensions belonging
to the Katantra School. Karakacakra by Bhavananda Sid-

dhantavagiQa, who flourished at Navadvlpa by the end of the

sixteenth century and whose descendants in the 9th and

10th remove are still living, is a work of great merit on the

logical analysis of the '

cases
'

in Sanskrit. The present volume

contains an anonymous commentary on that work being
No. 34. Anvaya^iksa, No. 6, by Ramak rsna Carma is a work on

Sanskrit composition and it belongs to the Katantra School

of Grammar. Samksiptasaravyakhya, No. 281, by MaheQa
Pancanana, is an unique commentary on Samksiptasara entitled

Bhavarthadlpika. The Author's father was Vidyarnava.
A tippani, or notes on the same work by Gopala Cakravartti,

is to be found in No. 232. The author has a commentary on

the Candl.

Tantras. Akulagamatantra, No. 1, is an original tantra

treating of Yoga. It has nine patalas. The interlocutors are

Narada and Civa. It presupposes a whole literature on the sub-

ject and takes much from the Dharma Castras. Katyayani
tantra, No. 31, treats of the worship of Kail in the forms of

Katyayani, Mahadurga, and Jagaddhatrl. Tripurasaratan-

tra, No. 92, in ten patalas treats of Bhakti and Yoga besides the

ordinary topics of tantras. Pura9caranalaharltantram, No.

128, is a dialogue between Subhaga and Narada. Vi9vamitra-

Samhita, No. 189, is a dialogue between Civa and his consort

on the subject of mantra and their proper exercise and

efficacy.

Yogasara, No. 173, is an original tantra said to contain

one hundred thousand glokas in which unlike other tantras

Civa asks questions and Parvati answers them. It is a larger

manuscript than that noticed in page 307 of Yolume I. The

chapters are named paricchedas. Merutantra, No. 169, has a

chapter on widow-marriage. Civarahasya, No. 213, is a large
work in 100,000 c;lokas divided in 12 an^as. A nearly com-
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plete work has been noticed by Burnell. But he classifies it

as a tantra, while Stein who saw 4-12 amc.as classes it with

Puraiias. The Codex under notice is the eleventh Amc,a

complete in 50 chapters. I should like to call this work a

Sattihita consisting of some Tantrika and some Paurai.rika

chapters. The second Arpc^a has been noticed in the Notices,

Second Series, Volume I, No. 361. But there it is affiliated

to the Skandapurana. There are other notices, too, affiliating

it with that Purana. Sawat-Kumara Samhita, 238, in 25

Patalas, is a Tantrika work to be differentiated from the work
of the same name belonging to the Skandapurana. Samaya-
caratantra No. 241, is a totally different work from L. 755.

Prapancasara, No. 129, attributed to Cagkaracaryya treats

of the condition of a child in the womb. Prapancasara, No.

130, is the same work as described by Eggeling, p. 869. Devl-

rahasya, No. 106, treats of the incarnations of Candika in 120

Clokas ; Siddhikhanda, No. 247, in Hindi by Nityanatha Siddha

treats of the six dark rites.

Civa-Samhita, No. 214, appears to be a totally different

work from L. 474. This is complete in 500 Clokas, while that

, is
;<

incomplete with 2511. This is divided into patalas while

that is divided into Adhyayas. This treats of Yoga, while

that treats of a dualistic system of Caivada^ana. This is

said to be l^varaviracita, composed by Civa, a statement which

stamps it as a Tantra.

The Tantrika compilations contain Kulapujanacan-
drika, No. 37, by Candra9ekhara Carrna, treating of the pro-
cess of worship in the left-handed form. Tantradlpanl, No.

79, by Eamagopala is a compilation made in 1636 Saka.

The author describes himself as a disciple of KaQinathananda

Natha, a Yogi. The work includes many Buddhist rites such

as the worship of Manjughosa. Aksobhya and Tara are men-

tioned in the very first verse in a manner which stamps it as

Buddhistic. Aksobhya is placed on the forehead of Tara just

as Dhyani Buddhas are placed on the forehead of Bodisattvas.

Tantrapradlpaprabha, No. 80, by Sanatana Tarkacaryya,
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a commentary on Tantrapradipa which commences with the

word Ekadegl and ends with the word Ahita sukha. This is

not the Tantrapradipa by Gadadhara L. 2172, nor is it Tantra

pradlpa by Jagannatha Notices, Second Series, Vol. I, p., 146.

This is a short commentary in 500 Slokas on some Tantra-

pradipa yet tobe discovered. Tantrasamksepa-candrika, No. 81,

by Bhavan! Camkara Banerji, deals with the ordinary topics

of Tantra. ^Tararahasya, No. 83, by Rajendra Carma is a

different work from the well-known work of that name by
Brahmananda. The work is complete in 82 chapters and deals

with the ordinary Tantrika rites. The author distinguishes

his work from others by the following epithet

He gives his genealogy as follows:

f^f3llT, ^1%^ This Yedagarbha is not one of the

five progenitors of the Bengali Brahmanas of that name.

Tiksna kalpa, No 90, composed in Saka 1732, at Cand-

pratapa a pargana in
,
the district of Dacca, by the local

zemindar Radhamohana. Tlksna is described in the Vacas-

patya as a form of Tara", fond of strong drinks and human
sacrifices.

Narayanarcaratnamala, ,

No. 114, by Bhagavat GosvamI,
treats of the Tantrika worship of Narayana in which purac,-

carana may be dispensed with.

Puraccaranadlpika, No. 127, by Candracekhara was

composed in 1512 probably of the Saka era. The author

begins with a Mangalacarana to Krsna but treats of all

sorts of mantras.

Carabhapujapaddhati, No. 207, a part of the Aka"9a-

bhairayatantra and Carabhe9akavaca, No. 208, are works

devoted to the worship of Carabha, the lord of birds, who, in

this form, was a popular object of adoration among the

Tantrikas.

Cyamasaparyyavidhi, No. 224, by Kac.Inatha Bhattar

c^ryya, composed in Caka 1679, is divided into seven Vibhagas.



It says that a single utterance of the name of Kali is more

efficacious than thrice repeating the thousand names of Visnu.

Mahisamardinlstavarahasyaprakacah, No. 160, is a com-

mentary by Jagadj^a Paficanana on Mahisamardinistava which

consists of eight couplets, the first letters of each of the couplets
taken together forms the Mahisamardinlmantra in eight letters.

Kamapancatlrthavidhi, No. 33, treats of the worship of

Kamakhya.
Calagramalaksanam, No. 209, treats of 34 varieties of

Calagrama stones. Each is distinguished from the other by

peculiar position of lines and circles inside the stones.

Smriti. Tithidvaidhaprakaranam, No. 86, by the] great

Culapani treats of those tithis which fall on two days. The

worship of gods and goddesses should be performed in the

A.M. part of the tithi, while rites for the propitiation of de-

parted ancestors are to be performed in the P.M. part of

it.

Tithivivekatlka, No. 87, by Crinatha Acaryacudamani.
Both the compiler and the commentator are well-known writers.

But the work has not yet been properly described. The

Sanskrit College Library has only one page of the work. The

MS. under notice is, however, complete. Tithyadividhi

sarngraha, No. 89, by Raghuttama Tarka9iromani is a unique
work not mentioned in Catalogus Catlogorum.

Danasagaravidhi, No. 97, appears to be an unique MS.

by an unknown author, on Danasagara, the Ocean of gifts,

by which is meant 16 times sixteen gifts.

Dayatattva vyakhya, No. 98, is also a unique anonymous
work.

Durgarcakalaniskarsa, No. 99, and Vratakalaniskarsa,

No. 201, by Madhusudana Yacaspati, appear to be unique.

The materials of Durgarcakaumudl, No. 100, by Paratna-

nanda Vedantavacaspati, are drawn from the Kalikapurana.

Durgarcamukura, No. 101, by Kallcarana, treats of the

Jagaddhatrlpuja in the month of Karttika. This puja is an

exact counterpart of the Durgapuja in Ac^ina, but it is
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finished in one day while Durgapuja takes three days. The

work is divided into two parts called Mukuras, one devoted to

Durga and the other to Kali. This also is unique.

Dhanyacaladidanatattvarn,No. 110, treats of the gifts of

mountains of paddy and mountains of sugar and so on.

Unique.

Navyadharmapradlpa, No. 113, by Krparama is a unique
MS. of Smrti compilation. Krparama lived at a time when
Tilakarama and Krsnacandra were great landlords on the two*

sides of the Ganges. Both these Rajas flourished during the

middle of the eighteen century : one lived at Burdwan and the

other at Krsnanagara. The author's guru was Jayarama, an

extremely old man with a corpulent body, grey hair, and red

appearance. The Author is perhaps one of the eleven Pandits

employed by Warren Hastings for the compilation of that work

on Hindu Law, the translation of which goes by the name of

Halhed's Gentoo Law. The codex under notice though in-

complete extends to 4,200 9lokas.

Nigudharthapraka^ika, No. 137, a commentary on Cula-

pani's Praya9cittaviveka, appears to be a brand-new discovery.

Gotrapravaraviveka, No. 56, by Dhananjaya, a part of

Dharmapradlpa and Yrhad-gotra-pravara-manjarl by Purusot-

tama Pandita, No. 142, are works on gotra and pravara of the

brahmanas compiled from the Puranas and Dharma Castras.

Murkhaha, No. 167, treats of a variety of Smrti topics

and not of prayaQcitta only as stated in Cat. Cat. 4645.

Vrata-bodha-vrtti, No 202, is a work on vratas according

to Vaisnava rites. This is also called Yrata-vodhani-samgraha.

Cuddhikarika, No 218, by Narayana Vandyopadhyaya,
Cuddhitattvakarika, No. 219, by Ramabhadra Nyayalarjkara,

Cuddhipraka^a No 220, by Crlkrsna CakravarttT, Cuddhi

pradlpika, No. 221, by Krsnadeva Smartta-vagina. Cuddhi-

muktavall, No. 223, by Mahamahopadhyaya Bhlma of the

Kanjivilli race and Cudrahah-krtya-Tattva-prayoga, No. 222,

by 'Raghunandana, are not mentioned by Aufrecht.

Of the four works on Craddha, Craddhatattvavivrt
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ISo. 226, by Kac,ina"tha is well-known. Qraddhaprakarana,
No. 227* by Narottama, is mentioned in the India Office

Catalogue. Craddhavivekavyakhya, No. 228 by Ramakrsna

Tarkapancanana . and Craddhakalanirupana, No. 225, by
Madhustidana Vacaspati, appear to be unique.

Satkriyasaradlpika, No. 235, by Gopala Bhatta, is a work
on Hindu rituals of the Vaisnava sect. Gopala Bhatta was a

follower of Caitanya and he wrote other Smrti works too

for his sect. He belonged to Southern India and lived at

Vrindavana where all Sanskrit works of this sect were com-

posed. Gopala Bhatta in his compilation of this work fol-

lows Aniruddha and Bhlma Bhatta.

Sat-smrti-sara, No. 236, by JanakTrama Sarvabhauma,
and Sarvasadharanapramanatattva, No. 242, appear to be

orthodox works on Brahminical rites.

Sinrtikalpadruma, No. 256, in Bengali, gives, for the

use of those men in Pandita families who are not very strong
in Sanskrit, rules of conduct in clear and lucid Bengali.
The work was composed by Radhavallabha Kavivag^a,
son of Mukunda Mi9ra. The work is termed Kalpadruma or

desire-fulfilling tree and its chapters are termed Manjari.

Smrtisamksepa, No. 257, by Narottama and Smrtisamk-

sepasara, No. 258, by Eamakanta Cakravarttl, son of Mad-
husudana Bhattacaryya are works on orthodox Brahmini-

cal rites not to be found in Aufrecht.

Svatvavicara, No. 259, attempts to define the rights of

property and goes deeply into the philosophy of it. The

style is that of the Navadvlpa School of Nyaya.
Ahnikakarika, No. 21, is a short work on the daily

rites of brahmanas belonging to the Caiva sect based on the

Tryambakakalpa attributed to Caunaka.

Acarollasa, No. 13, by Khandoraya Pandita is a part
of ParaguramaprakaQa, a complete digest of Hindu Law
and rituals compiled by the author under the order of.

Para^urama Mic,ra the prince of Yamunapurl on the Gomati

which is Modern Jaunpur : Para^urama was a Cakadvipi
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Bralimana who obtained from the Emperor the title of Vain-

rsala Raya, and who is! described as an ornament of learned

men. The author's ancestors held for a long time the posi-

tion of Dharmadhikara at Benares. The genealogy runs

thus :

Mahlpati Pandit,

his son Ananta Pandita.

his son Krsna Pandita.

his grandson Narayana Pandit,

his sons Nilakantha and Khandoraya.
The author quotes from the original Smrtis, the Puranas,

the Ramayana, the Mahabharata, the Visnudharmottara, the

Cambapurana, the Bhavisyapurana, Vaikhanas and other

Agamas, the Caiva Agamas, Medhatithi, Kalpataru, Kaladarc,a,

Mitaksara, Hemadri, Paracaramadhava, Smrticandrika, Smrty-

arthasara, Madanavala, Smrtidarpana, Prayogaparijata, Sid-

dhantac.ekhara, Nyaya, Panini, Mlmamsa and the Agamas. He
does not quote from Kamalakara. He, therefore, seems to

have flourished in the beginning of the seventeenth century

or a little earlier. The 25th chapter of this work is devoted

to the origin and position of the Cakadvlpi Brahmanas.

Prayogadarpana, No. 132, is different from L. 1,775 and

L. 2,773. It is anonymous and complete. It deals with the

last rites of man, his cremation, and his ^raddha. The author

makes his obeisance to Cridhara the author of Smrty-
artha-sara and to all compilers down to his Guru.

Maharnavakarmavipaka, No. 159, a work on Karma-

vipaka, i.e., diseases, good fortune, and misfortune genera-

ted by good or evil deeds in previous births. The work

is by the same Vic,ve9vara Bhatta who compiled the Madana-

parijata, but this time the patron was not Madanapala the

Kacchva Kaja but his second son Mandhata. Vakyatattva,

No. 185, is a part of the Dvaitatattva by Siddhanta panca-

iiana who wrote also a commentary on DaQakarma. The

work treats of Vakya or Samkalpavakya, i.e., the wording of

resolution to perform any religious duty. It should contain the
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name of the month, the fortnight and the lunar day. There
is a meagre notice of this work in L. 296.

Svargavada, No. 261, dealing with, from the point
of view of Smrti, what Svarga or heaven is, appears to

be a different work from Egglling 1191 B p. 651 A.

Darqana, Vedanta. Brahma-sutrabhasya, more correctly

oRju vyakhya, No. 143, is by Vijnanabhiksu. It stamps VijnS-

nabhiksu, though he is known to be a commentator of and even

the writer of the Samkhya pravacana Sutras, as a Vaidantika.

Saravali, a commentary on the Bhagavadgita, No. 148,

by Rama-caijkara, who appears to belong to the family of

Narayana Banerji, of Khanakula, whose Smrti compilation
"the Saravali" has already been noticed.

Pancikaranavarttikabharana, No. 121, has already been

described by Weber.

Tattvacandrika or Pandkaranavivaranatika, No. 122, by
Brahmanandatlrtha, a disciple of Sada^ivanandatirtha, appears
to be a different work from that mentioned by Hall, No. 139.

Tattvanusandhana, No. 76, by Mahadeva Sarasvati the

disciple of Svayampraka^ananda Sarasvati, is an indepen-
dent treatise on Vedanta. The codex is accompanied with

a commentary entitled Advaitacintakaustubha by Ananda

Sarasvati, a disciple of the same.

Vedantatattvabodha, No. 193, is an anonymous work

of the Nimbarka School.

Vedantatattvamanjarl, No. 194*, by Caijkaracaryya,

Paramahamsa, who appears to be a very different person
from the great Cagkara.

Vedantatatparyyanivedanam, No. 195, by Govinda, the

son of Nllakantha and Bhogavtl, appointed as professor

of Vedanta by Laksmana Pandita, is an independent trea-

tise on Vedanta ; not mentioned by Aufrecht.

Vedantaratnamala, No. 196, by Ananta Bhatta, the

younger brother of Kegava Ka9mm, is an independent

treatise of the Nimbarka School.

Vedantasamjnaprakriya, No. 197, is a treatise ex-

3
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plaining the technical terms of the Vedanta System of Hindu

Philosophy. Vedantasiddhantamuktavali with its commen-

tary forms No. 198. The text is by Prakagananda who

became a convert to Caitanyism and assumed the name

of Pravodhananda Sarasvati Gosvami, and the commentary is

by Nanadlksita, a disciple of Prakagananda when he was

a Vedantist,

Vyasasutravrtti, No. 200, is by Ranganatha, the disciple

of Anandagrama : the codex is complete. It contains in

brief the ideas of Carnkaracaryya on the Vedanta Sutras.

Catadusanl is a well-known work by Venkatanatha.

A work of the same name, No, 204, by Crinivasadasa,^the

protege of Laksmana Decika, has been written with the

same object, namely, refuting Camkara. (See page VI.)

Crlsuktabhasya, No. 229, by Ramacandra, belonging to

the Atri Gotra, is a commentary on the Cri Sukta, not known
to Aufrecht.

Upasanavinoda, No. 24, is unique. It treats of the

Vedanta topics but at the same time inculcates the worship of

Rama.

Adhikarasamgraha, No. 4, by Venkatanatha Vedanta-

caryya treats of the Adhikara sections of the Vedanta Sutras.

An enumeration of the Adhikaras will be found in page 4

of this volume. It is accompanied by a commentary by an

unknown author.

Mlmamsa Sankarsakandabhasya, No. 244, was known

only in quotations. The last four books 13th, 14th, -15th and

16th of the Mlmamsa Sutras form the Sarjkarsa kanda. They
form a sort of appendix to the Purva Mlmamsa. They seem

not to have been commented upon by Cavara Svami, and

hence later Mlmamsakas neglected them. The prevailing

opinion, therefore, was, and still is, that the Purva Mlmamsa
has only twelve chapters. The bhasya has been written as a

supplement the to Bhattadlpika of Khandadeva, a commen-

tary on the first twelve known books of Mlmamsa. This has

been written by Bhaskara Agnicit, the son of Gambhlra.
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He says twelve kalas made the work, Dipika, a lamp. He
has made it full in 16 kalas and therefore rendered it can-

drikaor moonlight. Kahndadeva was the guru of Jagannath
Pandit of Dara Sheiko, the son of Shah Jehan. The Pandita-

raja is well known by his numerous works, and by his

supposed conversion into Muhammadanism for the sake of

a Muhammadan girl. The author of the present bhasya

must, therefore, have flourished some time after Khandadeva

within the last two hundred and fifty years. The work has

been printed in the Pandit.

Sankhya. Kapilasutravrtti, No. 32, is an anonymous

commentary on four of the Samkhyasutras of Kapila, probably
Tattvasamasa. It is a short work running to 125 glokas

only. The last verse emphasises upon four Sutras only.

Nyaya. Nyaya Sutra or Nyaya Sutroddhara, No. 118,

by Vacaspati Migra, is an attempt to fix the readings of the

Sutras of Gautama. There is another work on the same

subject by Vacaspati Migra entitled Nyaya Sucinibandha,

published as an appendix to the Nyayavarttika in the

Bibliotheca Indica series. The opening verses of these two

works, Nyaya Sutroddhara and Nyaya Sue! do not however

agree.

Nyaya nibandha :

Nyaya Sutroddhara :

There is no closing verse to the Uddhara but the clos-

ing verses of the Sue! fix the date of Vacaspati at 888, pro-

bably of the Saka era. The Sue! counts the number of

Adhyayas, Ahnikas, Prakaranas, Sutras, Padas, and Aksaras,

but the Uddhara is satisfied with the bare wordings of the

Sutras. The Uddhara makes Vacaspati the court Pandita

of Mithila and this is the first statement connecting Vacas-

pati with that country.
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Nyayadlpika, No. 117, by Ramakrsna Tarkavatarr^a

Bhattacaryya, is an independent treatise dealing with not

only the 16 padarthas of the Naiyayikas but also other topics
that had grown up since the time of Gotama. It is a short

work running through 225 glokas in 16 chapters. The
author's aim was to make Nyaya Castra, easy. The author

quotes a sentence from Gadadhara's work entitled Amumiti

Gadadharl, though the wording is slightly different from the

current text. Hence he seems to have flourished within the

last two hundred years.

Padarthakhandana-tika, No. 124, is a commentary on

Padartha-khandana, one of the great works of Raghunatha
Ciromani, the founder of the Navadvipa School of Nyaya-

Va^esika. The commentary is by Rudra Nyayavacaspati.

Unique. Muktivadarahasya, No. 165, is a commentary on

Muktivada by Gadadhara. The commentary is anonymous.
Caktivadavivrti, No. 203, a commentary by Madhava

Siddhanta on Caktivada, a work on logic as applied to gram-
mar by Gadadhar. Madhava's pupils are still living. Madha-

va's father was "V^vesvara, who was descended from Rajendra,
who turned aside by the power of his yoga the impetuous cur-

rent of the Bhairava, a river in the District of Jessore, and who

again was a descendant of Cakrapani of the Puti GSi.

Avayavatika, No. 8, Asadharana-siddhanta-rahasya,

No. 10, Acaryyanumanatippani, No. 14, and Yiruddha-

Narajanmalaksanan, No. Ill,

Janma candrika, No. 68, and Jataristyadinirnayah, No. 69,

by Vidyarnava, are works on horoscopy. Pra^nadipa, No.

133, by Ka^inatha and Pragnasarngraha, No. 134, by Tajaka-

caryya, are works on fortune-telling one according to the

Indian, the other according to the Arabic system. The first

is known to Aufrecht, the second is not.

iya-prakaranam, No. 20, is a work on fortune-telling;

by multiplying the length with the breadth and dividing
the result by six, the remainders become the means of for-

tune-telling.

Vagistha-samhita, No. 183, appears more to be a work
on Yogas than on astronomy. It differs, however, from L. 453.

The Yog taught here appears to be tinged with Buddhist

ideas. Vagistha is said to have learnt the Yoga on Tara

mantra from Buddha at China, and here is a system of Pagu-

pata Yoga tinged with the idea of Buddhist Cunyata.

Adbhutasagara, No. 3, is a work on omens extending
to over 2,000, 9lokas. There is a work of this name attributed

to Vallala Sena.

Vaidyaka. Rasacandrika, No. 177, by Madhava Kavi-

candra is a work on Alchemy ; Ramavana, No. 181, by
Damodara is a book on the treatment of fever and so on,

Snehamalika, No. 255, is a work on the preparation of medici-

nal oils. Cikitsadarpana, No. 63, is a new compilation. He-
madrl Tika, No. 266, is entitled Ayurveda-rasayana, des-

cribed in page 932a of the 1.0. Catalogue.

CILPA. Manavasara, No. 161, is a work on domestic, pala-

tial, and temple architecture. This is the same as that
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described in page 62 of Burnett's Tanjore Catalogue. The

MS. begins with the thirty-fifth and ends with the forty-

seventh chapter of the work, which is sometimes called Mana-

sara.
