 TO THE LIBRARY.

E Tanjcre Mahardja Serfoji’s Saraesvaetl Mahal Library
must have had its-earliest l'oginnings: abont the--end -of -the
16th century when Tanjore was under the rule of the- Telugu:
Nayaka who collected Sauskrit Manuscripts written -in - Telagw
character. In the 17th.century the Maharathas. conguered.: the.
country and since that day, the Library has besn increasing;
By far the greater portion of the collectiocn was made by Serfoji,
during a visit to Benares during 1820-18:0. Sivaji his’ aﬁccesaor_
added’s few. "Thers has practically been no addition of any

value till very recent times.

Tbe above collectnon belonoed to the reigning pnnces of
Ta.n]ore-—tbe Mabaratha Mabérajas. When the last of them died,
the whole property including the above collecticn formed the_
subject of litigat.fon among the several claimants. Thanks to
their.  public-spirited. geuerosity and -enthusiasm -for ancient _
caiture, the library together with a:lakh of ‘rupees--was. created
into a Public'Trust with  the consent of the civil courts. The
Tanjore.Libtary is therefore now a- Public Library in the' fall

_ senke of that term, the Government of Madras being responsible

for its administration.

. 8ince the Library became a Pablic Trust, there bas. been

s warked improvement in.the reception. accorded -to it ‘by: the
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public. Various liberal and genercus-mirded benefactore have
come forward with magnanimous ofiers. The Library has been
enriched with several very fine collections of manuscripts, every
one of them rare, valusble and very interesting.- In 1921, the
Library was enriched with the “Jawmbunétha Bhatta Liandagai
collection.” 1n 1822, the Library received other valuable collec-
tions of rare inierest known as the ‘EKagalkar’ and the ‘‘Patanga
Avadhita’ collections, Besides these, the Tyagaraja Svami collec-
tion, the Subrahmanya Sastri colleciion, Subrabmanys Rao col-
lection, Ramacandra Gapapati collection, Nilakantha 8&gtri collec
tion, Devadankara Tawker collection, Gopdlakrena Devalekar
colliection s~d Kraniji Metha collection—all are of great and rare

value.

The manuscnpts in the Tan]o:e berary are elthﬂr on
pa.hn leaf or on paper. They are of varying value acd come— from
various sources, These manuscripts are in more than eleven dis-
$inct alpha.bets. On the whole one may ea.br!y s8ay that the total
number of manuscripts irn this Library is hkely to exceed M

of whxch the Sanskiit manuecripts alone are ‘sure to exceed

25,500.

Bezides these manuseripts tbere are also a number of books
and manuscripts in almost ail the Indian and Europé_an langua-
ges and on almost all branches of human knowledge. -Bpecial
mention may bere be ncade of the books and manusosipts in
Teluga, Tarml, Mahbrathi and English on account of their num-

ber and importance.

Dr. Barnpell issued what he modestly styled “A olassified

Index to the SBanskrit Manuscripte in the Palace at Tanjore.”
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between 1878 and 1880. Between 1880 and 1918 for very nearly

forty years, the Library has been the victim of many an outrage,

Those who were in possession gave out on loan very many
mantscripts which were pever returned. And many more some-
how or other, found themsalves into Libraries other than at
Tanjore. Dr, Buraell's catalogue is v;:ry usefal to us to trace out
lost manascripts, which are never likelf to come back to us. Our
losses are probably far more, for .even Dr. Burnell’s admirable
catalogue was by no means a complete éataiogue.of all that existed.
Fbr, where he mentions single work in a bundle we are able today
to trace two o‘r more works in the same bandle.

.‘_Ijhé Committee appointed by the Government of Madras
fook charge early in 1919. Since ther they have been busily
.pus.ining forward the work of revising and preparing s fresh cata-
logue of all the works now in the Library sccording to the latest
scientific methods. Each work is described in detail in .a card
.index,fo,rm which contains all the necessary particulars. _

- In 1920 a catalogue of printed books in French, Latin, -
I_gﬁliqn and Greck was published. In 1926 thfee volumss of a cata-
logue of Tamil manuscripts in the Library were published. From
:the year 1924 a catalogue of Manrathi inanascripts and books is
being prepared; the first volume was putlished in 1928. These are
now on sale ard can be had from the Secretary of the Library.

From an academic point of view the Library possesses some
very interesiing specimens of literary and artistic importance.

From this short survey, it will be clear that this Library
is probably one of the best preserved among Oriental Libraries in
.Indis. To Orientsl Bcholars in pariicular the Library is of inesti-

mable value in fhat it contains the richest collections of South
Indian Ssanskrit Manuscnpts
. As the funds at the disposal of the Library were not
adequate to undertake the printing and publishing of & descript-
ive catalogue of sll the Sanskrit Manuscripts in the Library the
Administrative Committee of the Library approached the Govern-
ment of Madras year after year with the reqmest for a special
grant towards the sawne. In their G. O, No. Mis. 668, dated the
9th April 1927, the Government of Madras were pleased to allot
the necessary funds for a three year programme. The trienniam
came to a close on the 8lst March - 1930 and nine volumes of
-descriptive catalogue of S8anskrit Manuscripte were published by
the Committee. The Government of Madras have placed the
necessary funds at the disposal of the Committeee to continue the
work already undertaken for a further period of three years.
During the corrent trieanium it is proposed to issue ten more
volumes of descrintive catalogue of Sanskrit Manuscripts where-
in it is also hcped that it would bs found poséible to include
adeguate description of all the remaining Sanskrit Maruscripts
in the Lib.rary.
